I also acknowledge that any information given by myself may be used in conjunction with the “Bikesafe 
Scotland Initiative.” 
 
I hold a full motorcycle licence and understand that the machine I use will be taxed, 
insured and maintained in a legal and road worthy condition; tyres, number plate, 
exhaust etc.  I will bring along both parts of my driving licence and certificate of 
insurance covering the motorcycle I am using on the day. Grampian Police reserve the 
right to refuse attendees the opportunity of an 'observed ride' if they are deemed to have 
an illegal machine.
